Moving The Oranges To Market:

Packing Houses And The Railroad
Oranges, oranges, and more oranges.  By the turn of the twentieth century, oranges were the primary crop in 
Fullerton and Orange County.  The soil and climate were perfect for growing citrus and the Valencia Late Orange 
was developed.  At the height of orange production, there were about 68,000 acres of orange groves in Orange 
County, most of them in Fullerton and the North County, The first commercial Valencia grove was planted in 
1875 in Fullerton and oranges became a two million dollar per year crop in Orange County by 1880.  By this 
time, the transcontinental railroad system was completed and the citrus growers became national suppliers. 
	 The orange growers needed a system of packing and shipping their products to the East coast so they 
developed the familiar orange crate that enabled them to pack the oranges in a way that prevented bruising of the 
fruit during transportation of it.  Growers designed brightly colored, attractive, paper labels that were attached to 
one end of the crate.  There were thousands of different designs that are now collector’s items.
	 The first orange cooperative was created in 1885.  The Placentia Orange Growers packing house was built 
in Fullerton and shared with the Walnut Growers.  A man pumping a pair of bicycle pedals generated the power 
used to move the belts carrying the fruit.
	 As the orange crop increased the number of packing houses increased until 1932 when there were 56 active 
packinghouses were needed to process the ten million boxes of Valencia oranges shipped from Orange County.  
By 1931 ten orange and two lemon packing houses were operating in range County and five of them boasted new 
pre-cooling and cold storage facilities.
	T en million boxes of Valencia oranges were produced in 1929.  So, citizens decided to celebrate and 
designated the Valencia the official Orange County “Tree” and a Valencia Orange Show and Fair was started in 
Anaheim.
Valencia oranges continued to be the most important crop for many years, but by mid-1960 the last cooperative 
had closed and there were only three packinghouses still in operation and by 1989 the Valencia orange industry 
was virtually gone.
	 The Elephant Packing House is the remaining packing house in Fullerton.  The Union Pacific Railroad 
constructed it in 1924.  It was considered very modern facility utilizing a conveyor system.  The railroad leased 
the building to the Elephant Orchards of Redlands, CA.  The Chapman family leased the building and used it to 
pack its Old Mission Brand until 1932.

What a treat it was for Morningside residents and guests from the 
community to hear Mr. Huell Howser, host of the beloved PBS television 
series California Gold! Hosted by the Morningside Marketing Department, 
Mr. Howser arrived on campus on Thursday, May 20 and spoke to residents 
and Marketing guests, relating many stories of his experiences in the 
filming of his series. His memories were both humorous and touching. 
	I n each of the three sessions held throughout the day, Huell shared 
with the audience the story of how he came to be named Huell and how 
his name honored his parents. He stressed how the “gold” surrounds every 
person and reminded all that each person can go just an hour away from 
home and find adventures in places they have never previously visited. 
Small communities are full of wonderful people, he stated, and each one of them has a story more exciting and 
meaningful than any so-called celebrity has to tell. With age, he feels, comes a richness of experience that no one 
else can duplicate. 
	 He also commented that people who are bored and boring have always been that way, and those who face 
life with wonder and eagerness, have always done so. Someone once told him that he was childlike, and, after 
thinking about it for a while, he realized that he had been complimented, not insulted. To be childlike, one looks 
forward to new adventures every day.
	 Huell told everyone that he was now Doctor Howser. He received an honorary doctorate earlier in the 
month of May when he was the commencement speaker at Pepperdine University. He was waiting to speak when 
the university president leaned over to him and whispered, “Where is your speech?” Dr. Howser just smiled. He 
does not speak from notes, but discusses whatever seems appropriate to him at the time.
	 A question and answer session followed each of the presentations, after which, Huell graciously remained 
to chat with attendees and to be photographed with them.
